What is the Leadership Education Institute (LEI)?

The Leadership Education Institute is a project supported by a USDA Challenge Grant with the purpose of developing faculty in colleges of agriculture who teach or plan to teach undergraduate leadership courses.  Twelve faculty members will be selected to participate in the Institute.  The LEI Faculty Cohort will be announced spring 2006.  Professional development activities will take place over an eighteen month period and will include three face-to-face learning retreats, an online reading club, campus program visits, the development of a resource library for each participant’s institution, and partial support for participation in two annual meetings of the Association of Leadership Educators.
     LEI Project Objectives:

(1) to provide professional development to faculty in colleges of agriculture responsible for delivering undergraduate leadership curriculum;
(2) to support faculty in aligning leadership instruction and curriculum with current research and best practices in leadership education;
(3) to develop a sustainable network of faculty in colleges of agriculture teaching leadership coursework; and,
(4) to disseminate contemporary models for leadership instruction and curriculum to colleges of agriculture.
Who Should Apply?

The cohort selected for the Leadership Education Institute will broadly represent agricultural faculty from across the country who either currently teach or plan to teach leadership at the undergraduate level.  We are looking for applicants who are highly motivated to increase their understanding of leadership from an academic perspective.  Applicants must be prepared to commit to the project over an eighteen month period. Furthermore, applicants should demonstrate an interest in implementing the new knowledge gained from the program, as well as revising curriculum or creating new curriculum appropriate for their campuses.
